She reports that she met with Bishop Sklba about eleven years ago to report sexual
abuse by Father Raymond Adamsky. Last year, she bad a face-to-face meeting with
Archbishop Dolan at Catholic Charities, at which time she was promised that Adamsky
was not in active ministry anymore. Today, she saw his obituary and she was disturbed
by the fact that he was referred to as Father Raymond Adamsky. I attempted to explain
to her that although he was removed from active ministry, he was not faicized and still
retains that title. She did not realize that there was a distinction between removal from
active ministry and laicization.

I learned that IEEEEEEN has been in therapy for fifteen years at her own expense. 1
explained to her that financial assistance from the Archdiocese for therapy is available.
She requested reimbursement for past expenditures on therapy. As she does not have a
file in my office, I realized that she has not recetved letters about the mediation
system,which could help resolve this request. I outlined the mediation system for her and
encouraged her to call there to register and have her questions answered. She is looking
for a support group in MMM Couaty, and I gave her the number for Sexual Assault
Services in JJJll Sbe understands that she may call me back as needed,

I
agsured him I would talk to Adamsky and that we would have him
evaluated by a psychologist. When Adamsky came to see me, he

was somewhat nervous and I suspect he knew what this was all
about. He deunled categorically that he had forced kisses upon
the girls or that he had attempted to touch them. He did admic
to giving one of them the pantles as a "joke". He said he was
aware that the parents knew about this and when they did not
object, he chought that everyone was taking this as a big joke.

I pointed out to him the seriousness of this matter because he

1s being accused of child molestation by young girls and their
parents. I asked him to see and he agreed. I sent
him there immediately and later spoke to [ notes
that Adamsky has had epileptic selzures over a very long period
of time aznd the drug that he uses to control these selzures is
one that has far-ranging side effects.

1. 1In his spiritual assessment, [ [UELY
recommended that Father Adamsky get a spiritual director mth
whom he can work on a regular basis in ordexr to bring about a
closer corrolation between his vocation and 1life style. I
told Adamsky I would furnish him with a list of recommended
splritual directors in the Archdiocese.

2. The physical assessmeut of Adamsky showed that everything here
1s under control. The on-going medication for epilepsy is
within the normal limits as are other existing conditions.
More attention to exercise 1s the only thing that is recom-
mended begides, of course, on-going consultation with his
doctor in Fond du Lac.

3. The psychologlcal evaluation showed no serious abnormalities.
However, it clearly shows that Adamsky does not think in
psychological categories. Therefore, he does not think about
or realize how he is coming across to others. The episodes
that led to this evaluation were the result of Adamsky's failure
to understand the normal behavior of young glrls. As a young
man, Adamsky did not have opportunities for dating or really
getting to know women. As 8 result, there is a lot of immaturity
in his reaccion toward women. At this point in the interview
I recalled how poorly Adamsky had treated a waitress the night
before when we had dipner. His bitter criticism of her ser-
vice, the attitude he showed turned her off and myself as well.
Dr. N said that their recommendation was that while

Ad_é_m_sl-cﬂ);_d’ogs not need psychoatherapy for any overt condition, he
would greatly benefit from seeing a psychologist perhaps once a
month to try to work on seeing things from a psychological stand
point.

pr. [ said that their staff feels that at this time in his
1ife Adamsky is matched to the right assignwent.

Ap you are aware I must frequently review the situation of priests who
have had allegations of misconduct placed against them. You know of my
comments at the Spring Assembly for Priests where 1 indicated that even
retired priests may have to have some restrictions placed on the
ninistry they can offer. My concern is both to ensure that the
integrity of the priesthood is upheld and to protect the diocese from
any allegations of improper monitoring which might place persons at
risk.

I have pondered how best to proceed with decisions regarding your
status and exercise of ministry. I must bear in mind both my
responsibility toward the good of the whole community and respect for
your individual rights.

Given the gerious nature of the obligations of celibacy, as well as the
geriousness of violations alleged to have occurred by you, I find that
gsome necessary and prudent precautions must be taken. This decision is
ultimately a pastoral measure to protect the rights and reputations of

all involved.

Therefore, I am encloeing a document which epecifically details any
ministerial restrictions which are to be observed by you.

I know that I can count on your cooperation and obedience in this
matter.

Following the recommendation of the Priests’ Personnel Board and in accord
with Canons 539-340 of the 1983 Code, you are hereby sppoilnted temporary
administrator of St. Stanislaus Parish, Milwaukee, Wisconsin, until a new
pastor is sppointed. This appointment is effective immediately.

As temporary administrator you come under the provisions of Canon 540

which is quoted here in full:

§1 The parochial administrator is bound by the same
obligations and has the same rights of the pastor,
unless the diocesan Bishop prescribes otherwise.

§2 The parochial administrator may not do anything
which could prejudice the rights of the pastor
or could do harm to parochial property.

§3 When he has discharged his office, the parochial
administrator is to give an account to the pastor.

Note that you have the responsibllity for the Pro Populo Mass on Sundays

and Holy Days of Obligation; you are authorized to sign checks on all parish
accounts to cover ordinary expenditures and to meet payroll obligations.
Please note that in keeping with Canom 540, §2, no extraordinary changes

are to be made. Urgent matters should be referred to the Archbishop.

By way of a suggestion, in your appointment as temporary administrator
you.might read the booklet, "Parish Trustees and Administrative Services
Comnittee Handbook', published by the Chancery, Finance, and Parish Council

offices. It ig a very helpful tool for admipistrarive matters.

A few weeks ago I contacted Mary Kay Balchunas In response to
hearing of ProjJect Benjamin. I was not then, and I am not now
looking for referral. I am seeking answers to many gquestions
which she was not prepared to answer, therefore she suggested
I contact you.

I am an adult survivor of chtld sexual abuse. When I was ten
years o0ld I was sexually abused by a prlest at our parish, 1
attended a Catholic grade school and was in constant contact
with this prlest. The abuse occurred dally over a period of
weeks. To my chlld's eye this man could do no wrong. He used
his powerful position to satisfy his sexual needs. It took me
many years to realize that what he d1d was indeed wrong.

The abuse ended when the nun who was the principle of the
sachool called me into her offlce and severely reprimanded me
for spending time with Father. ©She told me to stay away from
him. This firmly cemented In me the feeling that I was a bad
girl - I had done something wrong - 1t was my fault.

The prlest disappeared shortly after I was reprimanded. He
was sent to another parish to contlinue his life and I was
gsentenced to a 1life in purgatory. He and the church’s
reputation were protected by the very church that I believed
would always protect wme and keep me safe. I never sald
anything to anyone - until recently. My parents never knew. I

lived alone with my shame and guilt. P

P I was a bad glrl and not worthy of the

church. Besides, the church had already turned 1ts back on
me. There was no one I could go to with my secret, I had no
outlet. I was alone, I turned all the pain inward, and to

relieve that pain
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I need to know what, 1I1f anythling, was done to rehabllitate
the priest. I need to know why the churxch abandoned me. I
need to know L1f the church can sincerely commit to helping me
now. I also need to speak with the priest who abused me and
the nun who reprximanded me. I don't need help finding them. I
have already done that. I do need to know i1f you will help me
convince them to meet with me.

A8 a result of the letter from Bishop Sklba dated 10/30/9) which alerted me to
the serious allegations brought to his attention, I must take the following steps to
comply with his request that you immediately avoid all unsupervised contact with
minors, pending further investigation. I discussed these possible measures with you
on 10/30/91 and 11/04/91 respectively. They were developed in confidential meeting
and consultation with our DRE, Mrs. Susan Gehrig, and our school Principal,

Mr, Charles T. Cooper, and form our concensus as to what steps are necessary to
provide protection for all parties concerned, including yourself.

1.) VWhen teaching in our Saturday CCD programs or in our day school raligion
classes, the teacher/catechist has been directed to remain in the room as and
while you are teaching/present with the children. This has been communicated
to them as a matter of policy for BOTH priests when they are teaching and
explained as an advantage for maintaining discipline as well as curriculum
continuity so as not to raise their suspicions of anything out of the
ordinary and to protect your reputation which, at this time, is merely
subject to allegations unsubstantiated, unproven and denied.

2.) When your time of teaching a weekday religlon period in the day school has
been completed and/or a Saturday set of religion classes in CCD is done, I
must direct you to leave the building promptly without giving the appearance
of inappropriate lingering. When a religion class/period comes to an end
immadiately prior to school or CCD dismissal time, I must request that you
end that class/period five minutes before scheduled dismissal and leave the
building before dismissal begins.

3.) wnhen you are celebrant of daily Masses at 6:45AM, I must direct that you have
the sexvices of an adult lector so that there is no unsupervised contact with
minors in their capacities as Mass servers. I have cenrtacted the gentleman
who will help with this. He is unaware of the reason for my request and only
sees it as another chance to be helpful as he currently performs that role for
me .

4.) I must sadly ask that you cease entirely frow teaching CCD on Wednesday nights
for our 8th grade students. As the program cannot guarantee supervised contact
for you and our minors, I cannot sllow your presence to that group. The
catechist has been informed only of a long~term, indefinite achedule conflict
and is satisfied with that information. If ypu are to participate in other
junior high or high school classes/events, you must be sure of supervised
contact situations or decline to participate. .

5.) Due to the unsupervised nature of the sacrament of reconciliation, I must
direct you not to hear scheduled children's confessions, As the visibility &
unusual nature of arrangements for hearing confessaions that would be necessary

interests of all concerned { the parish, the children, and yourself ) that
a priest help-out be called in to assist me when such confessions are to
be heard.

I must add my voice to that of Bishop Sklba in advising you to retain the
services of legal counsel and, upon confidential advice of a parishioner lawyer,
recommend the gervices of Mr, Mark Nielsen of Racine, Mr. Thomas Hartley of
Kenosha and Mx. Phillip Godin of Kenosha. All three have familiarity with the
law and cases involving such allegations. You must choose and make the contact.

I must also reiterate Bishop Sklba's advice that you seek spiritual counsgel
as well as professional counsel to sort out the multiple issues which such
allegations raise, even though you deny the entire matter completely.

Please do not misconstrue these steps as in any way assumptions on my part
of anything about these allegations or about yourself perscnally. Allegations are
only that and no more unless further investigation proves otherwise. I must at
this time accept your denial of such matters as sufficient and respect the position
you take as a professional. Please be confident of my prayerful support as pastor
and my asgssistance if or when that may be necessary. You have only to ask.

I must ask that you take the preceeding with utmost seriousness and deal with
these matters in due speed because, if the present allegations are made public,
there 18 the possibility that second & third-hand allegations made here several
years of a similar nature to our principal involving some junior high students may
surface. The nature of this information concerning similax allegations will be
shared with Bishop Sklba by Mr. Cooper at their earlieSt convenience and at my
specific request. This is only done for the protection of all parties.

Finzlly, I must ask that you and I sign this letter to give assurance that we
both understand and accept the contents of this communication.

Bdamsky had already notified her and the matter was
well in hand on their end. The decision was made to leave Father in
place there. We contacted Fr. Jim Kimla, pastor of St. Joseph Parish in

Grafton which was also named in the suit. He was given the same
information and advice as noted in the case above. Neither Mary Kay nor
Therese was in that day so we contacted Maureen Gallagher and simply
informed her (without giving any priest's name) that a parish
intervention team might need to be assembled with a school component to
it. She agreed to be "on-call" as needed. Tom Schneider wag notified
(no names given) in case we would need some CSS assistance.

Nothing ever appeared in the papers on this case. The Archdiocese and
the parish have been served and the paperas forwarded to Matt Flynn's
office. Again, no decision was made about parish interventions.

He claims lack of memory for
all others. These cases have been given no public notoriely and there has been no scandal.
Despite the evidence of probable guilt, I am asking that Father Adamsky not be subjected
to a penal irial. His health has deteriorated significantly in recent years. Hc has agreed not
to appear in public wearing priestly attire and to live with he restrictions contained in the
precept, namely that he have no contact with mimors and no public ministry. He is
permitted to say private Mass only and his confessional faculties have been revoked.

I am a 42 year old woman who has been sexuslly abused by a
priest almost 30 years ago when I was the young age of 13.
Nobody ever knew of this abuse when I was a child because
this priest told me never to tell my mother. B8elieving tnat
a priest would never mislesad me, I told no one and swallowed
the guilt and belisved that I must have done scmething wrong
to have had this happen to me. T i this "secret" and
the guilt for 26

Y ¢concern today is to
relate to you the impact that sexual abuse has upon a victim
and to express the great need Tor the Catholic Church to
acknowledge that abuse has taken place, listen to it’s
victims, and to take steps to insure that those who sexually
abuse will not be protected.

In October, 1992 the story of sexual abuse by a priest in
Sheboygan was told through telsvsion news and the local
papery, In the October 29th issue of the Milwaukee Journal a
continuing story of this issus was published. As z part of
this article, there was a notice given with the words, "The
MilwaLkee Catholic Avchdiocese asks tha. anyone who had been
abused by a priest call Father Thomas Vinne at
(414)-769-3484." When I saw this, I knew it was time fTor me
to “break the silence" and to let "the church”" know the
devestating event that tock place when I was a younyg,
innocent, trusting child. I called the numbey and was told
I would he connected with a woman by the name of Mary Kay. I
told her what had happened to me. She was kind, empathetic
and apologized on behalf of the churcin for the sexual abuse.
She expressed concern for me, that I had avallable a support
system for my well-being. She asked me the name of the
priest and I did disclose tnis to her but asked that my name
not be i1dentified to this priest. She also asked if I would
be willing to talk to elither you or Father Vinne regarding
ny sexal abuse. 1 indicated to her that 1 would agree to
this. To date, I have had no call, conversation or
acknowledgement that what I told Mary Kay was validated.
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I have struggled a long time before writing this letter as I
also struggled to make that phone call. Reverend Weakland,
I realize that many issues regarding sexal abuse have
surfaced, that you do take seriously these allegations and
“nat the church is going through a very difficult time. But
1 fee)l as though I have once agair been let down by the
church. I was told that somebody would talk to me about my
sexual abuse incidents. This has not happened. An apology
from Mary Kay on behalf of the church i1s not enough. I have
spent approximately $13,000 of my own money in therapy these
last four vyears. In addition, approximately $8,000 has been
spent b insurance co i

I am once again going to name the priest who abused me but
ask that I not be ldentified to this priest, if indeed he is
still living. Father Raymond Adamsky sexually abused me
when he was assigned to st. Jorn’s parish in I

My request to you is to let me know if indeed
Father Adamsky is alive and if any other sexual abuse
allegations against him have been received.

It is time for victims to "break the silence". But the
churech needs to validate these idividuals, not Just with an
apololgy but with continuing diaglogue, especially with
victims, so that other innocent children do not becomes the
next victims.
