AB you are aware I must frequently review the situation of priests who 
have had allegations of misconduct placed against them. You know of my 
comments at the spring Assembly for Priests where I indicated that even 
retired priests may have to have some restrictions placed on the 
ministry they can offer. My concern is both to ensure that the 
integrity of the priesthood ia upheld and to protect the diocese from 
any allegations of improper monitoring which might place persona at 
risk. 

I have pondered how best to proceed with decisions regarding your 
status arid exercise of ministry. I must bear in mind both my 
responsibility toward the good of the whole community and respect for 
your individual rights. 

Given the serious nature of the obligations of celibacy, as well as the 
seriousness of violations alleged to have occurred by you, I find that 
some necessary and prudent precautions must be taken. This decision ia 
ultimately a pastoral measure to protect the rightB and reputations of 
all involved, 

Therefore, 1 am enclosing a document which specifically details any 
ministerial restrictions which are to be observed by you. 

I know that 1 can count on your cooperation and obedience in this 
matter.

These restrictions are seen as necessary and prudent precautions 
and will remain in effect until notice of their revocation.

This letter ia to inform you of our decision regarding our dissatisfac­

tion with our pastor, Father Oswald G, Krueing. 

As you recall, three ladies from St. Rita's had a personal interview 

with you several weeks ago. Since that time, we did as you directed, pre­

paring a statement listing the reasons of our discontent with Father Krusing's 

administration. However, prior to requesting parishioners' signatures, we 

sought the advice of Father Joseph Zeihen as to the advisability of our action 

since we anticipated retaliatory measures "by our pastor toward our three 

associate pastors. Father Zeihen, though he admitted conditions were most 

unfortunate, suggested that we wait, informing us that Father Krusing is con­

tinually speaking of retiring next May.
