Your Eminence:

As Archbishop of thc ¿¡õnáiocese of Mlwaukee, Wisconsin, U'S'A', I
respectñrlly request permission to proceed with tite alieualion of property owned by this

same AÏchdiocËse. The alienation wÍli involve the transfer of assets from the pahimony

of the Arc,hdiocese ofMilwaukee to a separate juridic person, an a[tonomous piot"rs

fou¡dalion known as The Archdiocese of Milwaukee Catholic Cemetery Pe¡petual Care

Tnrst.

The Tn¡st was established by my decree on May 4, 2007 after a ntrmbe¡ of years

of extensive stirdy and oonsultation. Both the College of Consultors and-the Finance

council gave thoir approval to the establisbment of this Trust. copies of tho

ostablishment decree and the stahrtes governing the Trust a¡o e¡rclosed. A separatc civil
tnrst'will also be established in accord with the laws'of the State of Wisconsin.

Having revierved the financial condition ofthe Archdiocese of Milwaukec and

studisd the fundS whioh are pa1t'of its patrimonS I am in a posítion to present for
consideration the transfer of some restricted diocesan âssets to this Tntst. The specific

fund to he hansferred is that which covers the perpefiral eare needs of the Catholic

ce¡neferies owned and op*rated by the Archdiocose of Milwaukee. The fransfer of these

assets to the Trust woulå bring with it the transfer of tbis sarne obligaiion a¡d restriotion.

By transferring these assets to the Tn¡st, I forcsee an improved prolection of these funds

from any legal clai¡n a¡d liaì:ility. A carefi¡l analysis by experts has concluded that the

funds ounently held for perpetual care needs a¡e sufficient for the long-terrn use by the

Catholic cemeterjes. The value of,the ñrnd to be tra¡rsfer¡ed was $56,943'983.35 as of
December 31,2006.

Consent to this t¡ansfe¡ of assets has been obtained fr'om the Archdiocesan

Finance Council and the-Archdiocesan College of Consultols. Minutos attesting to their
