Roger James Novak was Scoutmaster of Troop 64 in North St. Paul, Minnesota, and a 

member of the Minnesota National Guard.  He was born in 1947.  In 1979, Novak pled guilty to 

4
th

 degree criminal sexual conduct after abusing two of the scouts in Troop 64. He was sentenced 

to five years of supervised probation.  Following his conviction, Roger Novak was placed in the 

Boy Scouts of America’s Confidential Files.
