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I am deeply grateful to the Society of Jesus for the generous gift of Fr. Donald
J. licGuire's priestly services to ny communities throughout the world.

I an also grateful to Fr. cGuire, himself, for his unselfish, often heroic
response to 3o anywhere I send him for the spiritual welfare of the sisters, priests
and brothers of the various cormunities of the Missionaries of Charity. lie has always
lived up to the highest ideals of St. Ignatius Loyola and taught the true doctrine
of our precious faith to every M.C. community he has directed in retreats, seminars,
vow tridua and conferences.

Ve, in the Missionarie
of Charity, will do all in our power, to protect him and the Priesthood of Jesus
Christ which lie bears, when he once more takes up his mission with us.
